INFORMATION CLAUSE AS REGARDS ERSONAL DATA PROCESSING  BY NOWY TEATR IN RELATION  TO PARTICIPATION IN EVENTS BROADCAST ONLINE

In accordance with Article  13 sec. 1-2 of the Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/46/EC (General Data Protection Regulation) (”GDPR”) we inform you that: 

1. The Administrator of your personal data received due to your involvement in Nowy Teatr events (“Data”) is Nowy Teatr based in Warsaw at  Madalińskiego Street  10/16, 02-513 Warsaw, registered with the Warsaw municipal authorities as RIA 113/85 (“the Theatre).

2. The Inspector of the Nowy Teatr Personal Data Protection processes is Dorota Flinker, e-mail: iodo@nowyteatr.org.

3. Related to your involvement in Nowy Teatr events, Teatr will process the following Data: name, nickname), image,  IP, information stored in cookie files. 

4. Data will be processed in order to: facilitate and ensure your involvement in events (art. 6  sec. 1 a), informing about the event and its promotion and for archival purposes (art. 6  sec. 1 f) RODO), which will take place in line with the rules listed in art. 5 RODO.
5.  Data can only be shared for the purposes listed above with:
1) other participants/audiences of events (i.e. via  live  online streaming, specifically Nowy Teatr VOD Platform);
2) entities  broadcasting the events (i.e. other online platform administrators);

3) entities engaged   which share information about events, including administrators of social media platforms;

4) employees of public administration and local government, cultural institutions and other entities responsible for archiving and documenting cultural activities.  

6. Personal data can also be shared with third parties, meaning those not members of the EEA, especially the United States which is where Google LLC is based. Protection in line with legislation in place in Poland, and also complaints processes related to the protection of personal data can as a result be complicated or made impossible. 

7. Data will be stored for a period essential to meet the aims defined in sec. 4. 

8. Providing the Data is voluntary – yet withdrawal of the consent for Data processing   may prevent participation in events.
9. Data will not be used for direct marketing purposes and decisions relating to Data will not involve automated processes (including profiling ). 

10. within accordance with GDPR  you have the right to:

a) request and receive copies of personal data;

b) clarify (correct) data; 

c) withdraw consent for Data processing - the withdrawal of consent shall not affect the lawfulness of processing based on consent before its withdrawal;
d) demand removal, limitation or submit complaints regarding its use;
e)  raise complaints with supervisory bodies (the President of Personal Data Protection Office, 2 Stawki Street, 00-193 Warsaw). 
11. All demands and queries related to Personal Data processing can be submitted to the Inspector of the Nowy Teatr Personal Data Protection.
